Client Configuration Files

The box.mobile reference implementation includes a simple command interpreter. Command are listed line by line is a configuration files and stored either on the device or on the server. 

Command files must have a “.mobox” extension. To process a command file, navigate to the file through the box.mobile client and select open.  For convenience, a partial listing of the command file will be displayed on the file details screen.

Directives:

	Command
	The client understands three commands, status, purge, and flush. Status instructs the client to print its current state to the logs. Purge instructs the client to free memory by flushing the cache and running the garbage collector. Flush causes the client to flush logs, writing any log messages to the server.

	Preference
	Use this directive to update preferences stored in the main application preference map.

	The application ID. Used by the advertisement server for tracking purposes.

	ad.height
	The height of advertisement image

	ad.width
	The width of advertisement images

	ad.keyword
	A keyword hint to help the advertisement server determine the type of advertisements to return to the client
